All Training Center rules apply to both first and
second-year students. It is anficipated that sec-
ond-year students will conduct themselves in a
manner that will be an example to the first-year
students.

CONDUCT

The establishment of worthy standards of life

Thus, Christian
character is a vital concern of this Training
Center. We believe it is the responsibility of the
student engaged in fraining fo live an exem-
plary life. It is expected that students will avoid
practices and forms of entertainment which will
be detrimental to personal growth in the Chris-
tian life.

CHEATING

Every person who enrolls in this school should
understand that to submit work which is not his/
her own violates the purpose of this School of
Ministry and the individual’s purpose in being
here. If an instructor suspects that a student
has borrowed or copied, the work will not be
accepted. Any form of cheating will subject
the student to an “F” in the course and possible
dismissal from school.
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ATTENDANCE
PoLIcY

Attendance is required in all classes. WE DO NOT
EXPECT YOU TO BE ABSENT. Each online student
should expect to spend a minimum of é hours of
time each week to view their classes and do the
quizzes following online. There may be other read-
ing assignments given.

Absences

Online students have the flexibility to view classes
“live” or by “archive.” There is a 7 day period for
the student to finish their work for each class.

Absentees for online students are tracked by the
online quiz following each lesson.

Any student who fails to accomplish their online
quiz for 3 or more days in any particular class, with-
out an excused absence will be required to sched-
ule a meeting with the Dean for a review of the
absences along with possible disciplinary action.

Excused absences are absences that result from
extreme circumstances (i.e., illness under doctor’s
care, deathin the immediate family, etc.)

Due to the flexibility that the online school provides,
EIWTC expects all online students to complete all
their quizzes/work for all classes within the given 7
day period.
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Exceptions include any extreme circumstances
that prohibits you from watching, including: out-of-
the country travel with limited internet use or sick-
ness/illiness that requires you to be out for 7 days.
Proper documentation must be provided and
acceptance is at the discretion of administration.
Issues due to computer problems are not valid ex-
cuses—please make all efforts to complete course-
work. For instructions on how to submit absences,
please see “Update Absentee Policy” located on
the homepage of your portal.

QUIZZES:

ONLINE STUDENT ATTENDANCE IS TRACKED BY YOUR
QUIZZES

Each online student MUST complete the online
quiz for each class viewed online to receive atten-
dance credit for that particular class. Quizzes do
not affect your final grade. However, attendance
credit can affect whether you pass or fail the
course.

Online students have the option to watch classes
“live” on the class nights or watch the video ar-
chives posted 24 hours after the “live” class. The
online quiz for each class will also be posted 24
hours after the “live” class. Students will always be
given 7 days to take the quiz, even if a quiz is post-
ed more than 24 hours after the live class.

Quizzes have unlimited time limits and may be
atftempted once, with two chances to successfully
answer each gquestion. Students are encouraged
to open the quiz to view the questions while
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watching the live class.
MP3 downloads of the class are also available.

EXAMS:

3 exams will be given each semester to determine
your grade for the course. The penalty for missing

any of your exams without an excused absence is
the loss of a full letter grade. If you miss the make-
up period, a score of “0"will be recorded for that
exam.

Exam formats may differ from instructor to instruc-
tor. Most exams will have time limits fo complete
the work. Make sure that you clear your schedule
for the time that will be needed to take your exam.
You must complete your exam and submit your
answers within the given time limit to receive credit
for your answers.

Once you open your exam, your time limit begins—
absolutely NO EXCEPTIONS! ADMINISTRATION CAN
SEE WHEN EACH STUDENT HAS OPENED THE EXAM .
